Membership runs from July 1 thru June 30 each year. Fees are due upon membership
application and should be paid in full or paid monthly at the rate of $10 per month. I understand that if I pay
my membership a week or more behind a $10 fee will be added. After 2 weeks, my membership may be
withdrawn. To reinstate a lapsed membership, all fees in arrears must be paid. Fees are non-refundable.

I give authorization for my family to participate in HWL field trips and am verifying that
my driving record or those designated by me to drive my children, are in good standing with the Department of
Motor Vehicles.

I understand that HWL is leasing space from Court Street United Methodist Church and
will respect and take care of this property accordingly. The sole entrance allowed to HWL is on the 6th
street side of the church, up the stairs, through the stone portico. An additional handicapped-only entrance is
accessible through the 7th Street side, at the back of the building. The playground is available for use, at
your own risk, with adult supervision. Please be advised that the swings do not meet the safety guidelines for
a traditional school setting. Young children must be supervised in the bathrooms by their parents. All misuse
of toilets resulting in an overflow will be considered the responsibility of the parents, and resultant fees paid
by such.

I recognize that HWL is not a school and is not responsible for the education of my

children.

Any monies paid for classes are paid directly to the teachers as independent contractors,
as HWL is not an employer.

Parents are responsible for the supervision of their children at all times. Children under
13 may not be dropped off. If a parent chooses to leave a teenager (13 or older) in a class, the teacher
assumes responsibility for said child, not HWL.

Parents/guardians agree to indemnify and save harmless the Church, HWL and the Church's
